Words: Peace, friend, family, love 
 
Activity: Explain each word with simple definitions and pictures. Have students say 
each word aloud and draw something that makes them think of that word. 
 
• Slide 1: Title slide 

Title: Pre-reading vocabulary 
Subtitle: Words we’ll learn today 
Image: Simple, inviting illustration (eg, children sitting in a circle or a peaceful scene) 

 
• Slide 2: Introduction to vocabulary 

Title: Learning new words together! 
Text: ‘Today, we’re going to learn some special words. Let’s say them together!’ 
Activity cue: ‘We’ll also draw pictures for each word!’ 
Image: Friendly cartoon characters, maybe with speech bubbles saying, ‘Let’s 
learn!’ 

 
• Slide 3: Word #1 – Peace 

Title: Peace 
Definition: ‘Feeling calm and happy with others.’ 
Prompt: ‘What do you think of when you hear the word ‘peace’?’ 
Image: A picture of children sitting quietly together or a serene nature scene 
Activity: ‘Let’s say it together: Peace!’ 
 

• Slide 4: Word #2 – Friend 
Title: Friend 
Definition: ‘Someone we like to spend time with.’ 
Prompt: ‘Who is one of your friends?’ 
Image: A picture of two children playing together 
Activity: ‘Let’s say it together: Friend!’
